Please read the terms and conditions of this sale and become familiar with
them. Owners (Stallion and mare) are bound by theses terms and conditions. If
you have any questions, please contact the ITOBA executive director.
Since most of the information in the catalog comes from third parties, ITOBA is
not responsible for the accuracy of the information in this catalog, including
pedigrees. Terms of stallion breeding contracts supersede the terms and condi-
tions of this catalog.

1. Seasons are sold on a right of return (ROR) in 2011 if the mare owner does
not receive a live foal as the result of the 2010 breeding or on a no return
(NR) if there is no live foal. This provision applies to the purchaser of the
2010 season and applies to one mare only.

2. It is the mare owner’s responsibility to report to ITOBA if your mare is not in
foal, aborts, dies or the foal is still born.

3. Minimum bid is $250.00 (Two Hundred Fifty) or the reserve established by
the Stallion Owner whichever is greater. Payment for seasons are due during
or immediately after the auction.  Make all checks payable to ITOBA.

4. ITOBA acts as agent only and will endeavor to protect the interest of both
buyer and stallion owner. It is the buyer’s responsibility to contact the farm to
understand any fees which may or may not be listed in this catalog.

5. Should the stallion die or become unfit for breeding purposes before the
mare has been serviced, any monies paid by the mare owner to ITOBA shall
be refunded or credit applied to the following year’s stallion auction upon the
verification from the stallion owner or licensed D.V.M.

6. Stallion owner is not responsible for any disease, accident, sickness and or
death of a mare or foal and similarly mare owner will not be responsible for
any disease, accident, sickness and or death of the stallion.

7. Mare, in order to qualify for breeding must be halter broke and have a cur-
rent negative Coggins and or uterine culture as required by stallion owner.

8. A stallion service certificate will be provided to mare owner upon payment in
full of all board, veterinarian, or other services upon the birth of a live foal.

9. Membership in good standing with ITOBA is required to purchase a stallion
season or nominate and sustain to the two races established for foals pro-
duced by each eligible stallion.

• At the conclusion of the phone bidding period, the persons with the 2 high-
est bids for each stallion will be allowed to bid by phone at our live Auction
on Saturday January 23rd.

• Representatives from ITOBA will call the two top bidders when the stallions
are sold live and will join in the bidding with live bidders. The opening bid at
the live Auction will be the highest phone bid.

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2010 ITOBA Stallion Season Auction Races for 2014

Outline of program:

• All registered Indiana bred progeny of donated stallions that sell at the
ITOBA live Auction or RNA internet Auction are eligible to compete in the
Colt/Gelding or the Filly division of two 3 year old races provided the foals
are nominated and sustained by payment.

• Both races will be held in the fall Thoroughbred meet of the eligible foal’s
3yo year (2014) at a distance of 1 mile. Starters in each race will be deter-
mined by the 10 highest lifetime money earners. Purse distribution will pay
10 places.

• Foal Owner payment schedule

1. October 1st of 2011- $100

2. October 1st of 2012 -$ 150

3. 2yo payment – March 1st of 2013 - $250

4. $250 to enter race

5. $250 to Start

6. Late Payment - Double the amount of payments missed for weanling and
yearling by the March 1st 2013 payment. After March 1st payment in
2013- Double the payments missed for weanling, Yearling and two year
old (1-3) plus $20,000. All payments must be postmarked on or before
the due date.

• 100% of owner payments will be added to the 2 purses distributed by sex
less Stallion awards.

• Host track to add $25,000 per race (subject to approval)

• TB development to add $ 25,000 per race(subject to approval)

• Each race are intended to be Black Type eligible if the host track and
Thoroughbred development fund will add $50,000 per race (25k track 25k
ITDF). 

• Non Indiana Registered Stallions to receive stallion an award of 10% of the
gross purse  or a max of $10,000 This award to be paid from nomination and
sustaining payment pool.

• Membership in good standing with ITOBA is required to nominate and sus-
tain foals.
